Explanation of Responses:

1. On June 2, 2006, Phase IIT Medical, Inc. (the "Company") entered into a Stock Purchase Agreement (the "Stock Purchase Agreement") with certain investors listed therein, pursuant to which it agreed to convert the
salary of certain officers of the Company into shares of its common stock. Pursuant to the Stock Purchase Agreement, the Company issued to Ms. Vaczy 609,703 shares of its unregistered common stock, $.001 par
value (the "Common Stock") in payment of $26,826.93 in accrued salary at a per share price of $.044.

2. Pursuant to the Stock Purchase Agreement, 33% of these options vest when the Company's cumulative revenue reaches $1,000,000, another 34% will vest when the Company's cumulative revenue reaches
$2,000,000, and the final 33% will vest when the Company's cumulative revenue reaches $3,000,000.

3. If Ms. Vaczy pays the exercise price with shares of common stock, the option agreement provides that Ms. Vaczy shall be granted a "reload" option to purchase the sum of (i) the number of shares of common stock
equal to the sum of the number of shares used to exercise the option (or the number of shares not received if Ms. Vaczy paid the option price by receiving a reduced number of shares on exercise), and (ii) in the case of
non-qualified stock options, the number of shares of common stock used to satisfy any tax withholding requirement related to the exercise of such option. The term of a reload option will be equal to the remaining term

of the option which gave rise to the reload option.
